9/11 - A date that refers to the September 11 attacks against the United States and 

the theory that 9/11 was an inside job by government officials as an excuse to 

invade Iraq and Afghanistan...

ABDUCTION - A term that became common in the 1980s and onwards. It defines the 

report of a person taken against their will inside a flying saucer, where they 

undergo clinical examinations and/or experiments. Usually, the witness does not 

consciously remember the process and the exams, but shows physical signs such as 

perforations, marks of drawing blood and even supposed implants... 

AD HOMINEM - A latin term. An argumentative tactic that diverts attention from the 

substance of an argument by conducting an irrelevant attack on the arguer...

 

ALTERNATIVE MEDIA - A term used to refer collectively to media which may contain 

content with a more dissenting thought at variance with the prevailing views of 

mainstream sources...

ANOMALY - A deviation from what is standard, normal or expected...

ARBITRARY - An adjective meaning based on random choice or personal whim, rather 

than any reason or system. "his mealtimes were entirely arbitrary"...

AREA 51 - A restricted access area located in the State of Nevada, in the desert 

region and beside a dry lake, called Groom Lake... (See Bob Lazar)

ASLEEP - The condition of being brainwashed, duped, and lulled into a false 

consciousness by the "powers that be"...

AUTHORITARIAN - Of, relating to, or favoring blind submission to authority. of, 

relating to, or favoring a concentration of power in a leader or an elite not 

constitutionally responsible to the people. "an authoritarian regime"...

AWAKE - The opposite of "asleep." Essentially, the condition of believing in 

conspiracy theories and not believing any government or "mainstream media" source...

BENEVOLENT - An entity that is well meaning or kindly...



BIG LIE, THE - A gross distortion or misrepresentation of the facts, especially when

used as a propaganda device by a politician or official body. 'The big lie' coined 

by the Propaganda Minister of the Nazi Party known as Joseph Goebbels; a propaganda 

tactic of repeatedly promoting a fraud or lie so much so, that it becomes truth in 

the minds of the people...

BIG PICTURE - A term that refers to the entire perspective on a situation or 

issue...

BLACK KNIGHT SATELLITE - A mysterious satellite in Earths orbit claimed by some to 

be 13,000 years old...

BLACK LISTING - A list of individuals or organizations designated for special 

discrimination or boycott; also to put a person or organization on such a list. 

Blacklists have been used for centuries as a means to identify and discriminate 

against undesirable individuals or organizations. A blacklist might consist, for 

example, of a list of names developed by a company that refuses to hire individuals 

who have been identified as union organizers; a country that seeks to boycott trade 

with other countries for political reasons; a Labor Union that identifies firms with

which it will not work; or a government that wishes to specify who will not be 

allowed entry into the country...

BOB LAZAR - An engineer who claims to have worked on the reverse engineering of 

extraterrestrial aircraft at the Area 51, a formally secret military base in 

Nevada...

BUDD HOPKINS - A specialist in cases of alien abduction and author of the book 

'Intruders' which stated that this type of contact may already have reached 2% of 

the world's population...

BY DESIGN - Outcome as a result of a plan; intentionally...

CATTLE MUTILATION - (Also known as 'bovine excision' and 'unexplained livestock 

death', or 'animal mutilation') A term that refers to the killing and mutilation of 

cattle under unusual, usually bloodless circumstances. This also has been observed 

among wild animals as well and is often associated with black helicopters and the 

UFO phenomenon...

CBDC - (Abbreviation for 'Central Bank Digital Currency' also called 'digital fiat 

currency' or 'digital base money') A digital currency issued by a central bank, 

rather than by a commercial bank. A form of central bank electronic money that could

be used instead of our current U.S. dollar legacy banking system... 

CITIZEN JOURNALISM (also known as collaborative media, participatory journalism, 

guerrilla journalism or street journalism) The collection, dissemination, and 

analysis of news and information by the general public, especially by means of the 



internet. Citizens playing an active role in the process of collecting, reporting, 

analyzing, and disseminating news and information. An alternative and activist form 

of news gathering and reporting that functions outside mainstream media 

institutions, often in response to shortcomings of the professional journalistic 

field...

COINTELPRO - An acronym for an FBI project, Counter Intelligence Program. A program 

undertaken by the FBI between 1956 and 1971 to infiltrate domestic political 

organizations...

CONJECTURE - As a noun an opinion or conclusion formed on the basis of incomplete 

information - "conjectures about the newcomer were many and varied". As a verb to 

form an opinion or supposition about (something) on the basis of incomplete 

information - "many conjectured that the jury could not agree"...

CONSPIRACY - A secret agreement between two or more people to perform an unlawful 

act...

CRITICAL THINKING - Reasoned inquiry that evaluates evidence from a logical 

standpoint and reaches conclusions based on that evidence... 

CYBERSTALKING - The use of the Internet or other electronic means to stalk or harass

an individual, a group of individuals, or an organization. It may include false 

accusations, monitoring, making threats, identity theft, damage to data or 

equipment, or gathering information in order to harass. The definition of 

"harassment" must meet the criterion that a reasonable person, in possession of the 

same information, would regard it as sufficient to cause another reasonable person 

distress...

CUI BUONO? - Latin for "who benefits?" an inquiry into who might stand to gain from 

a particular inquiry; not, however, a conclusion...

(D)

DECIMATION - A term that is taken from the Greek word deca, deci or tenth that 

refers to the killing of one in every ten of a group of people or to reduce by one 

tenth...

DEISM - Refers to what can be called natural religion, the acceptance of a certain 

body of religious knowledge that is inborn in every person or that can be acquired 

by the use of reason and the rejection of religious knowledge when it is acquired 

through either revelation or the teaching of any church...

DEMOCIDE - The murder of any person or people by their government, including 

genocide, politicide, and mass murder. Democide is not necessarily the elimination 

of entire cultural groups but rather groups within the country that the government 

feels need to be eradicated for political reasons and due to claimed future threats.

A concept proposed by American political scientist Rudolph Rummel to describe "the 

intentional killing of an unarmed or disarmed person by government agents acting in 



their authoritative capacity and pursuant to government policy or high command." It 

is increasingly used in discussions on democracy to describe the behaviour of the 

deep state (coalitions of institutions and corporations who operate above or outside

of the elected government)., and mass deaths due to governmental acts of criminal 

omission and neglect, and other minority groups...

DEMORALIZATION - The noun form of demoralize... (See Demoralize)

DEMORALIZE - Cause someone to lose confidence or hope; dispirit or corrupt the 

morals of someone...

DIGITAL CENTRISM (or Internet Centrism) The notion that digital tools are the only 

way to go about solving social and political obstacles. Also referring to the 

overuse of the internet or electronics to the point that society becomes 'Digital 

Centristic' or digital dependent. One should know they have become a 'Digital 

Centrist' when their daily life revolves around phones, social media, and other 

internet devices.

DIRECT ENERGY WEAPON - A device that emits energy in an aimed direction without the 

means of a projectile. It transfers energy to a target for a desired effect. 

Intended effects may be non-lethal or lethal. Some such weapons are real, or are 

under active research and development...

DISINFORMATION - False information deliberately and often covertly spread (as by the

planting of rumors) in order to influence public opinion or obscure the truth. This 

information is often disseminated by governments through the media in the form of 

propaganda...

DISINFORMATION AGENT - Someone who spreads "disinformation"... 

DISSENT - The expression or holding of opinions at variance with those previously, 

commonly, or officially held: an opinion, philosophy or sentiment of non-agreement 

or opposition to a prevailing idea or policy enforced under the authority of a 

government, political party or other entity or individual...

DOUBLE SPEAK - Evasive, ambiguous language that is intended to deceive or confuse...

DOUBLE THINK - the acceptance of two contradictory ideas or beliefs at the same 

time.

DRACONIAN - Of, relating to, or characteristic of the Athenian statesman Draco, or 

his severe code of laws. rigorous; unusually severe or cruel - Draconian forms of 

punishment...

ECOPORNOGRAPHY - Greenwashing or misleading advertising used to conceal activities 

harmful to the environment... (See Greenwash)



ERICH VON DANIKEN - Author and lecturer involved in the Ancient Astronaut 

hypotheses...

ETI - (Abbreviation for 'Extraterrestrial Intelligence')... (See Extraterrestrial 

intelligence)

EUGENICS - The study of how to arrange reproduction within a human population to 

increase the occurrence of heritable characteristics regarded as desirable. 

Developed largely by Sir Francis Galton as a method of improving the human race, 

including forced labor and concentration camp victims, killings by mercenaries and 

unofficial private groups, or outside, secrecy, such as a city or nation. Sometimes 

the related word "politicide" is used in this meaning. The term is used with some 

regularity within political science, such as in deliberate famines, the sphere of 

mainstream (especially national) politics...

EXTRATERRESTRIAL INTELLIGENCE - (Often abbreviated ETI) A term that refers to 

intelligent extraterrestrial life and the question of whether or not intelligent 

lifeforms are inhabiting other worlds...

FACT-CHECKING - Is the supposed process of verifying the factual accuracy of 

questioned reporting and statements that is considered false or misleading by a 

corrupt totalitarian state. It is done to hide the truth or to pretend something is 

not true in order to cover it up by preventing dissenters from telling what they 

know...

FALSE FLAG - A military term meaning an attack deliberately and falsely ascribed to 

an enemy...

FASCISM - A governmental system led by a dictator having complete power, forcibly 

suppressing opposition and criticism, regimenting all industry, commerce, etc., and 

emphasizing an aggressive nationalism and often racism. the philosophy, principles, 

or methods of fascism. a political movement that employs the principles and methods 

of fascism, especially the one established by Mussolini in Italy 1922–43...

FEAR PORN - A term that refers to how the Mainstream Media content deliberately and 

enticingly plays on people's fears about disaster, disease and death...

FLYING SAUCER - (also referred to as 'a flying disc') is a descriptive term for a 

type of flying craft having a disc or saucer-shaped body, commonly used generically 

to refer to an anomalous flying object. The term was coined in 1947 but has 

generally been supplanted since 1952 by the United States Air Force term 

unidentified flying object... (See UFO)

FLYING TRIANGLES - (also referred to as 'Black Triangles') large, triangular-shaped 

UFOs that are usually described as being black in color, making a low humming noise,

with lights below, and with rounded rather than angled corners... (See UFO)



FOO FIGHTERS - A term used to refer to UFOs that were reported by pilots flying at 

night as being mysterious moving lights. The first use of the term in this regard 

occurred during World War II, when fighter pilots, both Allied and German, flying at

night over Germany often saw strange lights moving across the sky. Allied pilots, 

thinking these lights represented a new kind of German high-speed fighter plane, 

started referring to them as foo fighters...

FOURTH ESTATE - The Fourth Estate (or fourth power) is a societal or political force

or institution whose influence is not consistently or officially recognized. "Fourth

Estate" most commonly refers to the news media, especially print journalism or "the 

press"...

GENOCIDE - The deliberate killing of a large number of people from a particular 

nation or ethnic group with the aim of destroying that nation or group.

GEO-ENGINEERING - The deliberate large-scale manipulation of the environmental 

processes that affect the earth's climate...

GLOBALIST - A person who advocates the interpretation or planning of economic and 

foreign policy in relation to events and developments throughout the world. a person

or organization advocating or practicing operations across national divisions...

GRAYS - They often appear as responsible for cases of alleged abduction. They all 

have similar characteristics: large black eyes, hands with three or four fingers, a 

large head disproportionate to the body, whose appearance approximates to the 

skeletal...

GREEN ECONOMY - An economic system or sector that is based on or guided by 

environmentalist principles...

GREENWASH - disinformation disseminated by an organization so as to present an 

environmentally responsible public image... (See Ecopornography)

HABEAS CORPUS - Any of several common-law writs issued to bring a party before a 

court or judge. the right of a citizen to obtain a writ of habeas corpus as a 

protection against illegal imprisonment...

HARASSMENT - This term covers a wide range of offensive behaviour. It is commonly 

understood as behaviour intended to disturb or upset. In the legal sense, it is 

behaviour which is found threatening or disturbing. Sexual harassment refers to 

persistent and unwanted sexual advances, typically in the workplace, where the 

consequences of refusing are potentially very disadvantageous to the victim. In 

1984, the Canadian Human Rights Act prohibited sexual harassment in workplaces under



federal jurisdiction...

HANDLER - A person who trains or manages another person, in particular...

HANGAR 18 - The place where the surviving alien from the Roswell crash was treated 

and taken located at Wright Field now known as Wright-Patterson Air Force Base in 

Dayton, Ohio. In some variations of the rumours, all the aliens were dead, and it is

only the aliens refrigerated corpses that are kept in Hangar 18...

HATE CRIME - A hate crime is committed to intimidate, harm or terrify not only a 

person, but an entire group of people to which the victim belongs. The victims are 

targeted for who they are, not because of anything they have done. Hate crimes 

involve intimidation, harassment, physical force or threat of physical force against

a person, a family or a property...

HEGELIAN DIALECTIC - A form of Marxist thinking that affects our entire social and 

political structure and is used by tyrants and despots to achieve their political 

goals.The technique used to guide our thoughts and actions into conflicts that lead 

us to a predetermined solution and terror and intimidation are often used to obtain 

these goals. The Hegelian solution to these conflicts can't be introduced unless we 

all take the side that will advance the agenda. The invisible dialectic aims to 

control both the conflict and the resolution but the majority must beg for it first.

PROBLEM, REACTION, SOLUTION...

HERD MENTALITY - (Herd, mob, or pack mentality) A term that describes how people can

be influenced by the majority... (See Sheeple)

HIT PIECE - An article, blog, video or news story that is critical of a person. A 

maliciously motivated attack without any merit. Usually, but not always, deployed to

discredit a criticism of a particular person... (See Disinformation)

IATROGENIC ARTIFACT - A disease made up by doctors, often a diagnostic trend or fad 

that has become or is expected to become obsolete or discredited. Examples of 

diseases considered or accused of being iatrogenic artifacts include nymphomania, 

hystero-epilepsy, repressed memory, autogynephilia, and multiple personality 

disorder...

IDES OF MARCH - A time when leaders die and wars begin. Not always a bad omen the 

Ides simply referred to the first new moon of a given month, which usually fell 

between the 13th and 15th. In fact, the Ides of March once signified the new year, 

which meant celebrations and rejoicing. The date was certainly unlucky for Julius 

Caesar, who was assassinated in front of the Roman senate on March 15. William 

Shakespeare dramatized the event in his play about Caesar with the famous quote, 

"beware the ides of March."

IMPLANT - (also referred to as 'Alien Implant') When the first cases of abductions 

started to appear, the contactees reported a procedure common to almost all the 



contacts: the introduction, by the kidnappers, of a tiny object in some part of the 

body of those contacted. Surgically, through the nostril; or subcutaneously, in the 

nape or abdomen region... 

INDIVIDUALISM - The habit or principle of being independent and self-reliant. a 

social theory favoring freedom of action for individuals over collective or state 

control...

INFORMED CONSENT - The signing of consent forms for other kinds of medical 

procedures, such as surgery, or for cancer treatments such as radiation or 

chemotherapy. However, informed consent for a clinical trial involves much more than

just reading and signing a piece of paper. Rather, it involves two essential parts -

a document and a process. The informed consent document provides a summary of the 

clinical trial (including its purpose, the treatment procedures and schedule, 

potential risks and benefits, alternatives to participation, etc.) and explains your

rights as a participant. It is designed to begin the informed consent process, which

consists of conversations between you and the research team. If you then decide to 

enter the trial, you give your official consent by signing the document. You can 

keep a copy and use it as an information resource throughout the course of the 

trial. The informed consent process provides you with ongoing explanations that will

help you make educated decisions about whether to begin or continue participating in

a trial. Researchers and health professionals know that a written document alone may

not ensure that you fully understand what participation means. Therefore, before you

make your decision, the research team will discuss with you the trial's purpose, 

procedures, risks and potential benefits, and your rights as a participant. If you 

decide to participate, the team will continue to update you on any new information 

that may affect your situation. Before, during, and even after the trial, you will 

have the opportunity to ask questions and raise concerns. Thus, informed consent is 

an ongoing, interactive process, rather than a one-time information session...

MACHIAVELLIAN - A personality trait characterized by interpersonal manipulation, 

indifference to morality, lack of empathy, and a strategic focus on self-interest; 

of or relating to the belief that a ruler is justified in using any means to stay in

power. Named after the Italian political philosopher Niccolò Machiavelli...

MAINSTREAM MEDIA - A term used to refer collectively to the various large mass news 

media that influence so many people. This term is often used for large news 

conglomerates, including newspapers and the broadcast media networks...

MALEVOLENT - An entity having or showing a wish to do evil to others...

MALTHUSIAN - A person who supports the theories about population proposed by the 

English economist and clergyman Thomas Robert Malthus. Malthusianism is the idea 

that population growth is potentially exponential while the growth of the food 

supply or other resources is linear, which eventually reduces living standards to 

the point of triggering a population die off. This way of thinking was of course 

named after Thomas Robert Malthus, who proposed this theory in 1798... (See 

Malthusianism or Malthusian Catastrophe)

MALTHUSIANISM - The idea that population growth is potentially exponential while the

growth of the food supply or other resources is linear, which eventually reduces 

living standards to the point of triggering a population die off... (See Malthusian 

Catastrophe or Malthusian)

MALTHUSIAN CATASTROPHE (also known as a Malthusian trap, population trap, Malthusian

check, Malthusian crisis, Malthusian spectre, or Malthusian crunch) - Occurs when 

population growth outpaces agricultural production, causing famine or war, resulting

in poverty and depopulation. Such a catastrophe inevitably has the effect of forcing

the population to 'correct' back to a lower, more easily sustainable level... (See 

Malthusianism or Malthusian)

MK-ULTRA or PROJECT MK-ULTRA - Referring to what was the code name for a covert, 

illegal CIA human research program, run by the Office of Scientific Intelligence. 

This official U.S. government program began in the early 1950s, continuing at least 

through the late 1960s, and it used U.S. and Canadian citizens as its test subjects.

The published evidence indicates that Project MKULTRA involved the use of many 

methodologies to manipulate individual mental states and alter brain functions, 

including the surreptitious administration of drugs and other chemicals, sensory 

deprivation, isolation, and verbal and sexual abuse...

MIND CONTROL - The most insidious threat to our basic freedoms, such as freedom of 

mind and freedom of speech, is a little-known phenomenon known as mind control. As 

used by FACTNet, "mind control" refers to all coercive psychological systems, such 

as brainwashing, thought reform, and coercive persuasion. Mind control is the 

shaping of a person's attitudes, beliefs, and personality without the person's 

knowledge or consent. Mind control employs deceptive and surreptitious manipulation,

usually in a group setting, for the financial or political profit of the 

manipulator. Mind control works by gradually exerting increasing control over 

individuals through a variety techniques, such as excessive repetition of routine 



activities, intense humiliation, or sleep deprivation...

MISINFORMATION - Supposedly incorrect or misleading information, a spin version of a

lie. Whether there was intent, misinformation is supposedly incorrect or inaccurate 

information that causes people to be misinformed. This information is often 

disseminated by governments through the media in the form of propaganda...

MK-ULTRA - An illegal human experimentation program designed and undertaken by the 

U.S. Central Intelligence Agency (CIA), intended to develop procedures and identify 

drugs that could be used in interrogations to weaken individuals and force 

confessions through brainwashing and psychological torture...

MONARCH PROGRAMMING - This was a specific Project carried out by secret elements of 

the U.S. government and intelligence groups. There were, according to someone a few 

years ago who had access to the computer(s) which contains all the names of active 

monitored human slaves, 40,000 actively monitored Monarch slaves. However, this book

uses the term generically to include all victims who have suffered this type of 

trauma-based mind-control. In the same way, that a brand name like "Hyster" is used 

to describe all lifts–when we use the term we use it in its broadest sense. This is 

the only way it can be used and technically correct, because as of this date, the 

authors have not seen who is on the active Monarch Program list of slaves...

MONARCH SLAVE - A monarch slave is a person who has been put through a system of 

trauma based based mind control. The mind has been split with walls of amnesia, 

creating multiple personality disorder or disasociative disorder. Each personality 

can be programmed to perform specific tasks...

MONOTHEISM - The belief in just one god... (See Theism)

MUFON (or 'The Mutual UFO Network) - A scientific organization dedicated to the 

study of UFO's...

NARRATIVE - Something that is narrated. A story, or account propagandized by the 

media and their controllers. The art or practice of narration. The representation in

art of an event or story...

NANO TECH - The branch of technology that deals with dimensions and tolerances of 

less than 100 nanometers, an emerging field creating machines or robots whose 

components are at or near the scale of a nanometer used especially for the 

manipulation of individual atoms and molecules...

NASA - (An acronym for National Aeronautics and Space Administration) A government 

agency that is responsible for science and technology related to air and space. 

Opening for business on Oct. 1, 1958 this agency was created to oversee space 

exploration and aeronautics research inside the United States...

NEWSPEAK - Propagandistic language marked by euphemism, circumlocution, and the 



inversion of customary meanings...

NIHILISM - A word which has its origins in the 19th century, as the belief that all 

values are baseless and that nothing can be known or communicated. Today's usage 

goes much further, as some people, believe their own lives are meaningless. 

NON-PERSON - A citizen or a member of a group who lacks, loses, or is forcibly 

denied social or legal status, especially basic human rights, or who effectively 

ceases to have a record of their existence within a society, from a point of view of

traceability, documentation, or existence. The term also refers to people whose 

death is unverifiable and about which inquiries result in a "blank wall" of "nobody 

knows"...

NORMALCY BIAS (also called analysis paralysis, the ostrich effect, and by first 

responders, the negative panic) - Normalcy bias, or normality bias, is a cognitive 

bias which leads people to disbelieve or minimize threat warnings. Consequently, 

individuals underestimate the likelihood of a disaster, when it might affect them, 

and its potential adverse effects. The normalcy bias causes many people to not 

adequately prepare for natural disasters, and calamities caused by human error. The 

normalcy bias can manifest in response to excessive warnings about disasters and 

actual catastrophes such as market crashes, motor vehicle accidents, natural 

disasters, and war.

OCCULT - The hidden supernatural, mystical, magical beliefs, practices, or 

phenomena...

OMEN - A sign of something good or evil...

OPERATION GLADIO - The codename for clandestine 'stay-behind' operations of armed 

resistance that were organized by the Western Union (WU), and subsequently by NATO 

and the CIA, in collaboration with several European intelligence agencies during the

Cold War...

ORWELLIAN - Of, pertaining to, characteristic of, or resembling the literary work of

George Orwell or the totalitarian future described in his antiutopian novel 1984...

PARAPOLITICAL - Existing parallel to, or outside, the sphere of mainstream 

(especially national) politics. Also political actions of subterfuge, secrecy, and 

deceit, which are hidden from the public...

PARADOX - A seemingly absurd or self-contradictory statement or proposition that 

when investigated or explained may prove to be well founded or true. a statement or 

proposition that, despite sound (or apparently sound) reasoning from acceptable 

premises, leads to a conclusion that seems senseless, logically unacceptable, or 



self-contradictory. a situation, person, or thing that combines contradictory 

features or qualities...

PARA-POLITICAL - A term that refers to the abnormal when relating to a government, 

and its conduct. Relating alongside and beyond the normal, concerning the 

abnormalities within a governmental administration and its policies... (See 

Para-Politics)

PARA-POLITICS - A term used to describe either covert political activity that is 

hidden from the public. Refering to the abnormal when relating to a government, and 

its conduct... (See Para-Political)

PAREIDOLIA - As a noun the perception of apparently significant patterns or 

recognizable images, especially faces, in random or accidental arrangements of 

shapes and lines...

PHARMAKEIA - The use or the administering of drugs. Or poisoning sorcery, magical 

arts, often found in connection with idolatry and fostered by it. Also as 

metaphorically the deceptions and seductions of idolatry...

POLICE STATE - A totalitarian state controlled by a political police force that 

secretly supervises the citizens' and their activities...

POLITICIDE - A term used to describe the deliberate physical destruction or 

elimination of a group whose members share the main characteristic of belonging to a

political movement. It is a type of political repression and one of the means which 

is used to politically cleanse populations...

POLYTHEISM - The belief in several gods... (See Theism)

POWERS THAT BE - A group of conspirators. Governments, corporations, media outlets, 

or perhaps just the Illuminati...

PRO-WAR RHETORIC - Rhetoric or propaganda designed to convince its audience that war

is necessary...

PROJECT BLUE BEAM - An alleged plot to facilitate a totalitarian world government by

destroying traditional religions and replacing them with a new-age belief system 

using various technologies...

PROJECT BLUE BOOK - The code name for the systematic study of unidentified flying 

objects by the United States Air Force from March 1952 to its termination on 

December 17, 1969... (See UFO)

PROJECT MK-ULTRA - (See MK-Ultra) 

PROPAGANDA - Information, especially of a biased or misleading nature, used to 

promote or publicize a particular political cause or point of view... (See 



Disinformation) 

PSYCHIC VAMPIRE (or Energy Vampire) - Is a creature in folklore said to feed off the

'life force' of other living creatures. The term can also be used to describe a 

person who gets increased energy around other people, but leaves those around them 

exhausted or drained of energy...

PSYCHOTRONIC WEAPONS - Devices using light for the stimulation of the brain show 

another way how the light flashing in certain frequencies could be used for the 

manipulation of human psychic life. As for the sound, a report on the device 

transmitting a beam of sound waves, which can hear only persons at whom the beam of 

sound waves is targeted...

PSYWAR or PSYOP - The basic aspects of modern psychological warfare termed 

psychological operations (PSYOP), have been known by many other names, including Psy

Ops, Political Warfare, "Hearts and Minds," and Propaganda. Various techniques are 

used, by any set of groups, and aimed to influence a target audience's value 

systems, belief systems, emotions, motives, reasoning, or behavior. It is used to 

induce confessions or reinforce attitudes and behaviors favorable to the 

originator's objectives, and are sometimes combined with black operations or false 

flag tactics. Target audiences can be governments, organizations, groups, and 

individuals...

RACISM - A deeply ingrained belief or prejudiced attitude that asserts the 

superiority of one racial group over others, irrespective of whether it pertains to 

one's own ethnicity or not. It goes beyond mere personal biases and can manifest in 

various forms, such as systemic inequality, social prejudice, or stereotypes that 

perpetuate the notion of one race being inherently superior to another. It may not 

always directly result in discriminatory actions or harbor malicious intentions, yet

its presence contributes to an environment where inequality and injustices rooted in

racial differences persist... 

RED PILL - In the 1999 film The Matrix, protagonist Neo is given a choice by the 

character Morpheus: Take the blue pill or the red pill. The blue one keeps Neo in 

the Matrix and unaware of the truth. If he takes the red pill, "you stay in 

wonderland, and I show you how deep the rabbit hole goes," says Morpheus. People use

the term 'red pill,' or 'redpilling,' to describe a kind of political awakening. 

This can apply to someone who simply questions reality.

SABOTAGE - Deliberately destroying, damaging, or obstructing (something), especially

for political or military advantage... 



SABOTEUR - A person who engages in sabotage... (See Sabotage)

SETI - (An abbreviation of 'The Search for Extra-Terrestrial Intelligence') A 

designation of a series of projects which started in 1959 based mainly on attempts 

to detect artificial radio transmissions from outer space. A term refering to the 

scientific searches for intelligent extraterrestrial life by attempting to detect 

signals from nearby stars and planets...

SEDITION - Conduct or speech inciting people to rebel against the authority of a 

state or monarch. Overt conduct, such as speech and organization, that tends toward 

rebellion against the established order. Sedition often includes subversion of a 

constitution and incitement of discontent toward, or insurrection against, an 

established authority... (See Seditious Conspiracy)

SEDITIOUS CONSPIRACY - A crime in various jurisdictions of conspiring against the 

authority or legitimacy of the state. As a form of sedition, it has been described 

as a serious but lesser counterpart to treason, targeting activities that undermine 

the state without directly attacking it... (See Sedition)

SHEEPLE - A portmanteau of "sheep" and "people". is a derogatory term that 

highlights the passive herd behavior of people easily controlled by a governing 

power which likens them to sheep, a herd animal that is easily led about. The term 

is used to describe those who voluntarily acquiesce to a suggestion without critical

analysis or research in large part because the majority of others possess a similar 

mindset. "people who are meek, easily persuaded, and tend to follow the crowd"...

SNAKE OIL - A term used to describe deceptive marketing, health care fraud, or a 

scam. Similarly, snake oil salesman is a common label used to describe someone who 

sells, promotes, or is a general proponent of some valueless or fraudulent cure, 

remedy, or solution...

SOCIALISM - A political and economic theory of social organization that advocates 

that the means of production, distribution, and exchange should be owned or 

regulated by the community as a whole. policy or practice based on the political and

economic theory of socialism. synonyms - leftism · welfarism · radicalism · 

progressivism· in Marxist theory - a transitional social state between the overthrow

of capitalism and the realization of communism...

STALKING - A term commonly used to refer to unwanted, obsessive attention by 

individuals (and sometimes groups of people) to others. Stalking behaviors are 

related to harassment and intimidation. The word "stalking" is used, with some 

differing meanings, in psychology and psychiatry and also in some legal 

jurisdictions as a term for a criminal offense. It may also be used to refer to 

criminal offences or civil wrongs that include conduct which some people consider to

be stalking, such as those described in law as "harassment" or similar terms...

TARGETED INDIVIDUALS - A department of defence term, are people who locals deem 

unfit for society, in one way or another.

THEISM - The religious belief that at least one god exists while rejecting the 

existence or importance of polytheistic gods or goddesses. In a broader definition 

it can also be the belief in God or gods in general, including all types of 

god-belief... 

TI or TARGETED INDIVIDUAL - An individual who has been placed into a maze of 

psychological and often physical warfare tactics which is orchestrated by the U.S. 

military, C.I.A. and federal law enforcement. From community harassment known as 

"Organized Stalking" and various other invasion of privacy tactics and violations of

basic constitutional rights to invisible, silent physical torture through the use of

highly targeted overexposure to electromagnetic radiation...

TOTALITARIAN - Of or relating to a centralized government that does not tolerate 

parties of differing opinion and that exercises dictatorial control over many 

aspects of life. exercising control over the freedom, will, or thought of others; 

authoritarian; autocratic...

TRANSHUMANISM - Involving the use of technology to transform the human organism 

radically using various emerging technologies were the potential benefits and 

dangers could overcome fundamental human limitations, as well as human ethics...

TROLL - Someone who criticizes other people, especially on the Internet...

TRIPLICITY - A noun meaning a group of three people or things...

TRUTHER - Belief in conspiracy theories about the September 11th attacks...

UAP - An abbreviation of 'unidentified aerial phenomenon' (or phenomena), a term 

that refers to things observed in the sky that cannot be identified as aircraft or 

other known phenomena. UAP is often used in the same way as the more popular term 

UFO...

UFOLOGY - The study of UFO's and related phenomenon...

USELESS EATERS - A term coming from the ideology of Nazi Germany, referring to a 



person with a serious medical problem or disability, seen as requiring help from 

society but giving nothing back in return...
